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FROM THE NEST:
CERULEAN
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A special thanks to Upper lowa Audubon for continuing support of our ongoing
surveys for Cerulean Warblers and Red-shouldered Hawks in Northeast lowa. We

plan to continue our work on both of these projects in 2023.

In 2022, we found that most of the Red-shouldered Hawk territories along Paint
Creek and Yellow River were active. On the other hand, we found that again in
2022 all of the Red-shoulder territories in Pool 10 of the Mississippi River in the
Sny Magill Complex were inactive. This is disconcerting since these territories all

had a long history of occupation from 1983-2017.

We have several theories as to the cause of this territory abandonment and we feel
the extended flooding that we have experienced on the Mississippi River during the
past decade may be a critical factor. We still need to keep our monitoring going to
establish if these territories will come back on line. For those of you interested in
